Netball & Football Trip 2024 
 
Following our successful Netball & Football trip in 2023, we are proposing another trip to 
Condover Hall in Shrewsbury over the weekend of 5 July – 7 July 2024. This trip is open to 
our current Year 7 & 8 boys football teams and year 7, 8 & 9 girls netball teams.

December 2023.  Netball is 7 a side and for girls only.  Football will be 5 a side and is 
comprised of mainly boy’s teams with the odd mixed team or female player. Please be aware 
that places have been offered to all of the students who currently play for the college 
football and netball team so if you commit to a place and then drop out it may be hard 
to replace them and could affect team numbers. 
 
Please be aware that this trip falls on the same day as our House Activity Day. Therefore, if 
your child is selected for this trip, there will not be the option to choose an activity for House 
Activity Day on Friday 5 July.  
 
If your child is offered a place, we will contact you and ask for a £50 non-refundable deposit 
by Friday 8 December 2023.
